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Commander’s Message

I kept my boat on the hard over the winter at the Pocket Yachts dealer on Crab 

Alley Creek, which is on the south side of Kent Island.  I like to get my boat 

out of the yard in March so that I don’t have to pay the increased fees that 

begin 1 April.  I’m beginning to think this is being penny wise and pound 

foolish.  Over the years, I have had many horrible if not dangerous deliveries 

in March due to bad weather.  Additionally, there is nobody out on the bay to 

come to the rescue should something go bad, which has a higher likelihood of 

occurring after sitting on the hard for so many cold months. 

I wasn’t going to let that happen this time.  I had delayed the launch for three 

straight days until the winds had died down.  On this day, the sun was up and the Bay was flat.  It was 

spectacular as far as the weather goes but turned out to be very costly just 

the same. 

The growth on the hull was horrendous last Fall.  Fuel efficiency was so low 

that I couldn’t afford to do anymore boating.  So, I crossed the bay in 

October and put the boat up.  Consequently, I needed gas just to get home. 

After leaving Crab Alley, Lorrie and I headed to Piney Narrows Marina 

along Kent Narrows to get gas before heading across the bay to our slip on 

Mill Creek up from Cantler’s Restaurant.  While the boat was fueling, I 

decided to take out my wallet and get out a tip for the dockhand.  Just then 

the fuel hose uncoiled and started sliding off the dock into the water.  I 

made a lunge for the nozzle to keep it from getting pulled overboard while 

discharging gas.  In slow motion I watched as my wallet sailed out of my 

hand, over the side of the boat and disappeared into the muddy water.  Oh, 

shoot!! There goes my driver’s license, my military ID, my computer CAC 

card and my credit cards. 

We tried a magnet on a string that had been used to recover pliers and other 

tools lost overboard.  No luck.  Then a dock hand showed up with oyster 

tongs.  Unfortunately, the wallet went over in the deepest possible area right 

next to a piling.  Only a few inches of the handles were out of the water and 

the mud on the bottom was so thin that literally nothing was brought up. 

Tonging for my wallet did not work.  The lesson for me is to never take my 

wallet out when on my boat.  Get on land before going for tip money or the 
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credit card to pay for the fuel.  I have never lost my wallet in my life, and I reason that I did not lose it this 

time either.  I know exactly where it is.  I just can’t get to it. 

The following weekend was the D5 Spring Conference and Change of Watch.  The Spring Conference in 

Ocean City is one of my favorite weekends.  We had good attendance from ASPS members.  I was called 

up nearly half a dozen times to accept awards for ASPS.

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It’s spring and the warming weather is 

basically begging us to take the kayak or 

paddleboard out for a spin.  Here are some 

tips to make your outings safe. 

 

Clothing and PFD 

Our first tip is to wear suitable clothing and a PFD/lifejacket.  The air 

temperature can drop pretty quickly when the sun sets or is obscured by 

clouds, making it important to be aware of the conditions when you’ll be 

out.  I’ve occasionally had to stop paddling to shed a layer or, conversely, arrive back at the dock shivering 

because I underdressed. 

It’s also important to wear a PFD that’s suitable for the conditions.  In cooler 

weather, I’ll use a solid shell PFD to add insulating value and to act as a 

windbreaker.  As the weather warms, I’ll transition to an inflatable PFD to 

stay cool.  Paddleboarding in cooler waters implies the use of a wetsuit or 

drysuit to avoid hypothermia for those instances when you fall into the water. 

 

Be Seen and Heard 

It is frequently difficult for a fast boat’s driver to see a lone paddler, especially if there are distractions on 

board, like passengers or pets.  Some paddlers add a pole and flag to their equipment to improve their 

visibility.  Waving your paddle can often help make you visible.  But, I’ve found that the best policy is to 

stay out of the main channels that other boats are taking.  This works out well because I find the shorelines 

much more interesting than open water.  Admittedly, I’m not doing ocean swell surfing, which does require 

open water, but that’s an entirely different safety discussion.  If you’ll be out after sunset, take some sort of 

light.  A headlight is better than a hand-held flashlight.  There are also battery powered LED boat lights 

that mount using adhesive or suction cups. 

Carrying a whistle can literally be a lifesaver if you wind up in the water and need assistance, or find 

yourself in front of a larger vessel that doesn’t see you.  I have one of those shrill plastic whistles on my 

PFD’s shoulder where it’s out of the way but readily accessible. 

 

Don’t Cross in Front of Bigger Vessels! 

Again, don’t cross in front of bigger vessels!  It’s too easy to underestimate the speed of another (bigger) 

vessel.  Don’t count on the bigger vessel’s captain seeing you.  Simply parallel the path of the larger vessel 

until it is ahead, then cut across.  You may occasionally deal with multiple vessels, especially on warm 

summer days, but you’ll stay safe.  Cross channels at right angles so that you’re spending the minimum 

amount of time in the danger zone.  On LUX, we once had a set of kayakers decide that they could outrun 

us and cross in front.  We saw them and slowed, but they kept looking over their shoulders at us to make 

sure they weren’t about to join Davey Jones in his locker.  We were left wondering how they survived 

paddling in the ICW.

Pick the Right Weather 

Spring and fall bring high winds that may make it exceedingly easy 

to paddle in one direction and impossible to make progress in the 

opposite direction.  Given a choice, paddle upwind/upcurrent first, 

then the return trip will be much easier.  Besides the wind, take into 

account the wave conditions.  Paddling with the waves on the beam 

can put you at risk of falling into the water.  Paddling into tall waves 

can be like paddling into strong winds, quickly exhausting you.  If 

necessary, take the waves at an angle that’s easier to paddle. 

 

Calling for Help 

Don’t be embarrassed to go ashore and ask someone to make a call for help 

to get you home.  In that respect, it’s a good idea to take a cell phone (in a 

waterproof envelope) or a VHF radio that you can use to call for help.  If you 

prefer a cell phone, make sure you’re aware of where you’re paddling so that 

you can direct someone to your location, should an emergency arise. 

As always, stay alert, use your head, and be safe out there.

In the meantime, here are some of the interesting facts from that meeting:  

 Bill pointed out the important 3 C’s of boating – Common Sense, 

Courtesy, and Communication.  

 Common Sense includes being sure to take care of any pre-cruise 

inspections. Being sure your vessel is in optimal operating condition 

is an important step before you leave the dock.  

 You should also check all the conditions before leaving – the water, 

weather, currents, and the tides.  

 If you are cruising on other people’s boats, you might want to 

consider carrying your own first aid kit – one that includes items 

specific to your needs.  

 The internet offers a wealth of apps that are great for navigation.  

Some really work well on your cell.  You might want to have your 

own navigation device with you.  

 After leaving the dock, be sure that you stay aware of your surroundings.  

 Courtesy on the water means that you know the ‘rules of the road’ as they apply to vessels out cruising, 

and that you use them!  

 Communication means that you should be sure that your boat has a working radio on board.  Also, all 

navigation lights onboard should be fully functional.  

If you were unable to join us, you missed a presentation packed with great information and great advice for 

staying safe on our waterways. As always, we are able to offer dinner meetings that bring together friends 

who love boating. We also always offer informative speakers so you can learn something interesting about 

boating on the Chesapeake Bay and beyond.
