It meets Penn-
sylvania’s requirements to obtain a Pennsylvania 
Boating Safety Education Certificate.

those standing behind the helm. The safety and 
comfort of those who venture out on the water 
have always been weather dependent. Students 
will become keener observers of the weather, but 
weather observations only have meaning in the 
context of the basic principles of meteorology — 
the science of the atmosphere. 


The course focuses on how weather sys-
tems form, behave, move, and interact with one 
another and reflects the availability of all sorts of 
weather reports and forecasts on the Internet.

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Build muscle memory: Plan to practice safety drills

How often do we practice safety drills 
around our recreational activities? We know that 
the armed forces and many workplaces do. 


The advantage of being part of a group is 
to be able to practice in person what we have 
learned. Last year bombarded us with online 
learning. It’s a start, but we shouldn’t feel this is a 
one-and-done in our safety operational proce-
dures. Those who feel that way are depriving 
themselves the advantage of muscle memory and 
learning spatial relations in emergency settings. 


I know 2020 may have cheated us out of 
those in-person experiences. So before the boat-

ing season starts, plan to enlist your crew to prac-
tice some drills for emergencies. 


There’s not space here to outline all the 
issues to consider, but these are among the most 
important:


• Make sure your crew knows where all the 
safety items are on your boat and on the dock. 


• Appoint different crew members to differ-
ent responsibilities.


• Make sure crew members know how to use 
the VHF radio. 


• Find a way to do these drills in person.

Holiday party was virtual, but Zoom brought members together

Are all your devices that use GPS — cell-
phones, tablets, laptops, watches, marine naviga-
tion systems — about to become obsolete? Maybe 
not next week, but possibly in a few years, be-
cause the federal government, which developed 
and operates GPS, recognizes that the current 
technology is increasingly vulnerable to enemy 
action.


In a recent New York 
Times Op Ed, Kate Murphy re-
ported that “the Departments 
of Defense, Homeland Security 
and Transportation …jointly 
conduct(ed) demonstrations of 
various alternatives to GPS, 
which were concluded last 
March. Eleven potential sys-
tems were tested, including 
eLoran, a low-frequency, high-
power timing and navigation 
system transmitted from terres-
trial towers at Coast Guard fa-
cilities throughout the United 
States.”


“China, Russia, Iran, South Korea and 
Saudi Arabia all have eLoran systems because they 
don’t want to be as vulnerable as we are to disrup-
tions of signals from space,” said Dana Goward, 
the president of the Resilient Navigation and 
Timing Foundation, a nonprofit that advocates 
for the implementation of an eLoran backup for 
GPS, according to Murphy.


Also under consideration are “systems de-
livered via fiber optic network and satellite sys-

tems in a lower orbit than GPS, which therefore 
have a stronger signal, making them harder to 
hack. A report on the technologies was submitted 
to Congress” in recent weeks, said the article.


A key issue for public — i.e., non-military 
— users of GPS is that the government is likely to 
develop standards for GPS backup systems and 
require their use in critical sectors, like the mili-
tary, but not feel obliged to wholly fund or build 

such systems for public use.

Last February, President 

Donald Trump signed an execu-
tive order titled Strengthening 
National Resilience Through 
Responsible Use of Positioning, 
Navigation and Timing Ser-
vices that essentially put GPS 
users on notice that vital sys-
tems needed to be designed to 
cope with the increasing likeli-
hood of outages or corrupted 
data and that they must have 
their own contingency plans 
should they occur.

“They think the critical in-

frastructure folks should figure out commercial 
services to support themselves in terms of timing 
and navigation,” said Mr. Goward. “I don’t know 
what they think first responders, ordinary citi-
zens and small businesses are supposed to do,” 
according to Murphy’s article.


Add recreational boaters to that list of 
GPS users who may be left out in the cold.


“The fear is that debate and deliberation 
will continue, when time is running out,” accord-
ing to Murphy.

Time running out for current GPS system?

GPS nominal constellation of 24 
satellites in six orbital planes, four 
satellites in each plane. Altitude is
